
Early Voting: Vote early at any early voting location in Charleston County. 
Election Day: Vote at your assigned polling location on Election Day. 
Absentee by Mail: If you’re 65 or older, have a physical disability, or have another
qualifying reason, you may vote by mail. (See the back of this page for eligibility
details.)

How can I vote?

You can register to vote in Charleston County or update your information:

Online at CHSVotes.gov (requires an SC DMV ID with your current address)
By mail, email, or fax by returning a completed voter registration form
In person at the Charleston County Board of Voter Registration & Elections 
At a National Voter Registration Act Mandated Agency like the DMV or DSS

Register to Vote or Update Your Voter Registration

Voting Options in Charleston County
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You must be registered to vote in your county of residence at least 30 days prior to an
election to be eligible to vote in that election.

If you are returning an application to our office, these must be received by BVRE by
the in-person deadline.

Voter Registration Deadlines

Photo ID Requirements
To vote, you will need to show a valid, unexpired photo ID from one of the following
categories:

SC Voter Registration Card with Photo 
Federal Military ID

SC Driver’s License
SC DMV ID Card
US Passport Book or Card
