Spring sees several special elections

This spring, thousands of Charleston County residents exercised their right to vote, participating
in several important special elections that helped shape their local communities. The season
kicked off with contests for South Carolina House District 113 and Mount Pleasant Town Council.
In the statehouse race, Democratic candidate Courtney Waters ran unopposed, securing the
seat. Meanwhile, Mount Pleasant voters had a more crowded field to navigate for their open
town council seat, ultimately electing Mike Tinkey from a diverse slate of candidates.

The election season continued into May, with North Charleston residents tasked with filling two
vacant city council seats. In City Council District 3, voters elected Stephanie Ganaway-Pasley to

represent their interests on the council. Over in District 5, residents chose Christopher Emde as
their new representative.

Local elections like these directly impact the quality of life in our neighborhoods, influencing
everything from public safety and infrastructure to education and economic development. By

participating, Charleston County residents help shape the future of their commmunities.
