Life Skills 
Botvin LifeSkills Training (LST) is a research-validated 
substance abuse prevenƟon program proven to       
reduce the risks of alcohol, tobacco, drug abuse,  
and violence by targeƟng the major social and    
psychological factors that promote the iniƟaƟon of 
substance use and other risky behaviors. This program 
provides adolescents and young teens with the  
confidence and skills necessary to successfully handle 
challenging situaƟons. 
 

Tobacco EducaƟon Program 
The South Carolina Tobacco EducaƟon  Program  
(SC TEP) is offered as an alternaƟve to students  
who face suspension for violaƟon of a school  
tobacco-use policy or who break the law. It is  
unlawful for a minor under the age of 21 to  
purchase, possess or aƩempt to possess tobacco 
products and/or to present false proof of age in  
order to purchase a tobacco product.
