It is further ordered that if this case is not restored within Ninety (90) days from 
the entry of this Order and the Plaintiff has not petitioned this Court for an additional 
Ninety (90) days or after the Plaintiff has petitioned this Court for an extension, this 
Court shall dismiss this case without prejudice and without further notice.
