Always lock your doors and windows.

Invest in high-security locks, solid entry
doors, and laminated windows.

Post warning
signs or window decals on your property.

Trim bushes and trees so burglars can’t hide
and so branches don’t block lighting.

If you suspect an intruder is in your home,
do not enter. Call 911 immediately!
