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NORTH CHARLESTON, S.C. – Charleston County Sheriff’s Office deputies arrested a Johns
Island man on assault charges in connection with a domestic disturbance involving gunfire late

David Russell Olson, 53, was arrested and booked at the Al Cannon Detention Center on
charges of assault and battery of a high and aggravated nature and domestic violence of a high
and aggravated nature. His total bail was set at $400,000 during a hearing Monday.
