Upon 

arrival, deputies were advised an unresponsive victim was inside the home. A bystander was 

already performing CPR when deputies arrived. Fire and EMS later pronounced the individual 

dead on scene. 

 

The CCSO Criminal Investigations Division and Forensic Services Unit immediately responded 

to the scene, in addition to the Charleston County Coroner’s office. 

 

The Charleston County Coroner’s Office will provide identity information when appropriate.
