NORTH CHARLESTON, S.C. – The Charleston County Sheriff’s Office arrested James Francis 

Halpin, 77, of Johns Island, on Friday, October 11, 2024, after a search warrant was conducted 

on his residence in the 1500 block of Thin Pine Drive after the South Carolina Internet Crimes 

Against Children (ICAC) task force received a cyber tip. 

 

Halpin is charged with six counts of Sexual Exploitation of a Minor in the Third Degree.
