Main on Johns Island

NORTH CHARLESTON, S.C. – Deputies with the Charleston County Sheriff’s Office are 

investigating a single-vehicle collision that occurred just after 3:30 p.m. on Friday, March 21, 

2025, that resulted in a single fatality.  

 

Deputies responded to the intersection of Bees Ferry Road and Main Road on Johns Island for 

reports of a collision. Through an initial investigation, it appears the vehicle was traveling 

southbound on Bees Ferry Road when it crossed over a raised median, continued into the 

northbound lanes, ran off the roadway, and struck a tree. The driver was transported to an area 

hospital by EMS where the driver was later pronounced dead. The driver was unrestrained at 

the time of the collision. 

 

The Charleston County Coroner’s Office will provide the victim’s identity when appropriate. 

 

CCSO’s Traffic Services Unit is investigating the crash. If anyone has any information that
