Charleston County, in partnership with the Library and Fetter Health Care Network, have vaccinated 1,945 citizens at our
rural vaccination clinic sites.

“This effort would not have been possible without the Charleston County Public Library and Fetter Health
Care Network. We are currently working to schedule additional clinics and we ask that citizens be patient as we are trying
to get out to as many communities as possible.”
