Please bring material in a paper bag or box only—no plastic 
bags or reusable totes. Material may not be shredded on site but will be handled in a confidential manner. This is a shred 
event only; no other items will be accepted. The events will be rain or shine. 
 
COVID-19 Protocol: Masks required at all times, including inside your car. Attendees will not be permitted to exit 
their car; staff will be available to help unload material.
